RMG MEDICAL BRIEFING

1. I understand that I may receive medical care and treatment, including hospitalization and re-hospitalization, only for the specific, approved LOD injury, illness or disease when not in a duty status.

2. I must request approval for civilian health care from my supporting active duty medical treatment facility (MTF) before receiving such medical treatment. If I don’t receive prior approval, I will then be responsible for payment of all bills incurred and the government may no longer be responsible for my LOD injuries, illness, or disease if complications arise from obtaining unauthorized civilian medical treatment.  Also if I live 40> from an MTF I will need to contact my BIMAA to arrange for civilian healthcare through the Military Medical Support Office (MMSO).   
3. I understand that if I receive mobility restrictions on my AF 469 (Duty Limiting Condition Report) I will not be able to participate in any Reserve activity for pay and/or point credit unless I am presently on an active duty tour or approved for medical continuation orders.  The fact that I cannot perform my special operational duties, that is, flying duties, marine diving duties, etc., has no bearing on my fitness for military duty.
4. I must report immediately, any changes in residence in virtual MPF, (confirm update with ARPC supporting customer service office), BIMAA, and the servicing medical treatment facility (MTF).

5. To determine my eligibility for medical continuation orders or incapacitation pay, I must first make a request to my supporting MTF and BIMAA for assistance in processing the request.  A military physician will complete Block II of AF Form 1971, Certification for Incapacitation Pay, for the proceeding 15 or 30 day period.  It will then be forward to my immediate commander and back to my BIMAA who will in turn forward the entire package to RMG/DPMSCS for processing.     

6. I am responsible for submitting to my BIMAA,  all required supporting documentation IAW AAFRCI 36-3004, attachment 2 (A-J).
7. AF Form 1971 completed for more than 1 month will require approval by the RMG/CC with full detailed explanation of why the form was not completed monthly.
8. I must personally report to my MTF once every 30 days, or more frequently if so directed, and provide written medical documentation from my treating physician, updated since approval of my last AF Form 1971
9. I am entitled to travel pay only for all medical appointments and I must contact my BIMAA and unit for preparation of invitational travel orders.
